In this Edition: Book Week celebrations; Bunnings Cake Stall – thank you!!; Father’s Day volunteers (see sign up link); Senior Athletics Carnival Wed 28th 
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Book Week theme this year is “Reading is Magic” we all did a great job this week celebrating the magic of books. Firstly thank you to our families who supported the Book Week Fair we raised $350 dollars to update books in our school library. Thanks Miss Wright for organising the Book Fair. On Wednesday we started the day with our parade in the hall – such a pleasure to see how a “dress-up” brings book characters alive and a smile to us all. We saw lots of creativity and many of us staying in character for quite a while. After the parade we enjoyed reading lovely books together including “Every Night at Midnight” and “This Bird has Arms” we followed the readings with activities inspired by the books. Please wander inside the A wing to see the whole school mural –  the wolves were made by the junior school and the Blue town by the Senior students – great job everybody. 
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Thank you very much to our Parents and Friends who baked for us last week and sold our lovely goods at Bunnings last Saturday, they raised over $600 – nice work! 

P&F are organising a father’s Day stall for children to purchase a gift for their father’s or other loved one.  

In the classroom this week:
Prep NM - Phonics: reading words with the suffix -s. We learnt the two purposes of the suffix -s, one being to make words plural (more than one) and the other being to make words happen now (present tense) Heart Words: reviewed Say, day, plays, play, cake Writing: continued our work on adjectives. We also employed nouns to aid in identifying adjectives in sentences and generated sentences, both orally and in writing, using adjectives. Mathematics: we identified the attribute of mass (being the weight of an object, used words to describe the mass of objects (heavy / light) and compared the mass of two objects using hefting and balance scales. We have practiced forming the letters ‘Z’, ’X’, ‘K’ and ‘P’. Our heart words are ‘back’, ‘sick’, ‘neck’ and ‘lock’. We have practised using the conjunction ‘because’. We enjoyed looking at what makes a ‘Hero’ and identified some ‘Heroes’ in our lives. In Maths we worked on sorting collections to groups using the sentence: “there are more cats than dogs”. In science we looked at the features of animals. This week we farewelled Miss Lugg (our pre-service teacher). Thanks for teaching us Miss Lugg – all the best!   

1/2PH Literacy - Book Week Parade was a highlight this week and we have enjoyed participating in whole school crafts based on the book “Every Night at Midnight”. We have been consolidating our knowledge of oi represented by the graphemes oi/oy and when to select which grapheme when spelling. Mathematics - We have been continuing to practise sharing among equal groups, arrays and also leftovers. Inquiry - We have really enjoyed looking to the past, comparing old photographs from the past and present day and learning about places of significance including Uluru and aboriginal middens.
3/4LY – We celebrated book week by creating art works inspired by shortlisted Children’s books. In maths we divided numbers by their ‘tens’ and ‘ones’ place value parts using MAB. We learned about reflexive pronouns which include ‘yourself’, ‘myself’ ‘itself’, ‘herself’. Can you see the pattern? In writing we have been developing characters with personification.  

4/5/6SW enjoyed Book Week. We celebrated reading with some of the Children's Book Council Shortlisted Books, creating artwork following the book themes (thanks Mrs Young, for sharing your creativity with us!) In Maths, we have extended our understanding of chance and probability, and in Science, we learned about competitive and mutually beneficial interactions between living things. On Friday afternoon 4/5/6 joined a Webinar featuring children’s author Jacqueline Harvey who shared with the audience how she is inspired to write and the illustration process.

ITALIAN - Students in Grades 3-6 are doing an amazing job creating their carnevale characters. The Preps are enjoying roleplaying Cappuccetto Rosso (Little Red Riding Hood) 

PE - Grades 3-6 should be super impressed with how far they have come with their volleyball skills, keep it up! Grades 1-2 are focusing on attacking and defending skills and are always showing improvement. The Preps are having fun hitting targets with different balls. Great effort!
MUSIC - This week in music students have begun a new unit that will continue until the end of term on dance and movement. The focus for this week’s lessons was enjoyment and learning basic dance steps to well known dances such as YMCA and the Macarena. 
ART - Spring is just around the corner so this week in art the Prep-Year 2 students drew and then painted a watercolour piece with a Tulip as the main focal point. Students in Year 3-6 have worked with pastels to draw a water lily artwork.
